Mr. Szydlek is a 77-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. He has a history of hyperlipidemia and a history of prostate cancer. The patient states that he was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in 2018. He denies any palpitations or tremors. He denies any dry skin or brittle nails. He denies any fatigue or significant changes in his weight. He denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. He had a biopsy in 2018 indicating that he has a dominant nodule on the left measuring 2.2 cm. At that time, the biopsy showed benign pathology consistent with cystic degeneration and follicular nodular tissue.

Plan:
1. For his multinodular goiter, his last thyroid ultrasound was done in 2018. As a result, I will order a followup thyroid ultrasound and reassess the status of his thyroid nodule. He has a dominant nodule on the left measuring 2.2 cm. This was biopsied in 2018 showing benign pathology with follicular nodular tissue with cystic degeneration. The date of this was 02/08/2018.

2. I will also check the status of his thyroid function and therefore, I will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check a TPO antibody level.

3. We will bring him back in six months to review the above information.
