Mrs. Malicki is a 45-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her evaluation of a multinodular goiter. She has a history of supraventricular tachycardia, which started after a COVID vaccine as well as a COVID infection back in February 2021. She also has a history of depression, vitamin D deficiency and hemorrhoids. She reports symptoms of heart palpitations and her heart rate goes from 30 to 180. She actually had the pacemaker placed, which was done on 03/24/2022. She reports fatigue, mood swings and hair loss. Her thyroid labs were reviewed and her TPO is elevated at a level of 90, TSH is 0.48, thyroglobulin antibody is less than 1, free T4 is 1.6. She has cardiac diagnosis and autonomic reflex dysfunction. She had a thyroid ultrasound in February 2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 0.5 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.0 x 1.0 x 0.9 cm.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, she had a thyroid ultrasound dated 02/14/2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 0.5 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.0 x 1.0 x 0.9 cm. She will be due for a followup thyroid ultrasound in February 2023. At this point, no FNA is required at this time.

2. For her newly diagnosed autoimmune thyroiditis, her TPO antibodies are elevated at 90, which are suggestive of Hashimoto’s thyroiditis. Her free T4 is now normal at 1.6 and TSH is 0.48. Therefore, she has preserved thyroid function. I would like to repeat these labs. These labs were done in January 2022 and I would like to get a current baseline thyroid function panel to see if there is any autoimmune destruction of her thyroid function.

3. For her history of supraventricular tachycardia and autonomic reflex dysfunction, she is followed closely by cardiology and electrophysiology.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
