Mrs. Amata is a 70-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2008. She also has a history of hypothyroidism, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, vitamin B12 deficiency and cataract. She also had a cholecystectomy in 2000 and hysterectomy in 1977. For her diabetes, she is on Jardiance 10 mg once daily, Lantus 34 units in the morning and 26 units in the evening and Humalog based on sliding scale. The patient has tried multiple medications and failed due to allergies including Invokana, Januvia, metformin, Ozempic, Trulicity, sulfa, penicillin, codeine and the flu vaccine. The patient denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 7.6%.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 7.6%. She has extensive allergies to multiple diabetic medications. At this point, I would like to check her current C-peptide level and check an anti-GAD antibody level. I will recommend Lantus 34 units in the morning and 26 units in the evening and continue the Humalog based on a sliding scale. I will also increase her Jardiance to 25 mg once daily and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, continue rosuvastatin 40 mg daily.

4. For her hypothyroidism, she is on levothyroxine 100 mcg daily and we will check a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
