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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2012, the patient was in California.  The patient was in this exercise.  The patient was skydiving.  The patient was wearing parachute.  He jumped off a airplane.  However, the patient landed very hard on the ground.  As he was landing, he hit his head.  He immediately lost consciousness.  The patient has shoulder dislocation.  The patient has multiple muscle tears and tendon tears.  The patient has completely lost consciousness on the ground.  The patient believes that he was out of consciousness for about 20 minutes.  He woke up confused and disoriented with the severe headache.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient has severe headache after that.
The patient tells me that he was also involved in multiple IED explosions in Iraq between 2007 and 2008.  The patient was one-day patrolling in a car.  Suddenly there is another vehicle rolled over and hidden IED.  There was significant explosion near him.  The patient tells me that shockwave has affected him.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  There was another explosion, which the patient was under attack of with artillery attack.  The patient was outside the building.  The patient tells me that the explosion caused injury to his head from the shockwave.  The patient did not lose consciousness.
The patient currently since these incidents, the patient has significant memory loss.  He tells me that his memory is very poor.  It is happening everyday and everyday basis.  The patient has significant headaches.  The patient has also difficulty to focus and concentrate.  The patient tells me that he is forgetting task duties.
The patient still is in the Army.  The patient tells me that he was recruiter.  The patient has significant difficulty doing recruiting workup.  His memory is so poor, the patient is not able to remember task duties.  The patient will forget names.  The patient also feels stress and anxious in his work.  He had outburst in the workplace.  Sometimes to a superior.  The patient gets agitated very easily at work.

MoCA examination is 25/30.
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
