CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and vitamin D deficiency.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has finished all his medication and needs refills and the patient’s blood pressure reading at home was slightly elevated at 150/92. The patient did not have any chest pain or shortness of breath.
The patient has vitamin D deficiency recently diagnosed and he is going to be started on vitamin D3 50,000 units once a week.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
