CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is in good health and walks every day for half an hour. He never had any chest pain or shortness of breath.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 75 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on metformin 500 mg twice a day along with low-carb diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 100 mg once a day along with low-salt diet and also quinapril 40 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day.
