CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of diarrhea.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had low-grade fever four days ago. After that she had liquid diarrhea which lasted for 48 hours. After that the patient started feeling better. Today, she has no diarrhea, but she has mild abdominal distention and her appetite was poor.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, dizziness, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain or shortness of breath, vomiting, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
ABDOMEN: Examination reveals minimal epigastric tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
