PATIENT NAME: Saiz, Ignacio

DATE OF SERVICE: 05/10/2022

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient has shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 52-year-old Hispanic male patient complains of shortness of breath with exertion for one year. The patient works as a welder’s helper. He smokes gas at work. He had a chest pain and he has been admitted at Medical Center Hospital. His Cardiolite LEXA scan stress test done at Medical Center Hospital in September 2021 did not show any reversible ischemia. He was seen by Dr. Angirekula. We advised patient to do heart scan at Medical Center Hospital if he still concerned about heart. The patient has obesity. He smokes one third to one and half packet per day and we advised him to quit smoking.

PAST HISTORY ILLNESS: Obesity, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, and hyperlipidemia.

PREVIOUS SURGERIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – The patient smokes one third to one and half packet of cigarettes per day. Alcohol – Denies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died at age 81. Mother had diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: The patient was recently admitted at Medical Center Hospital and he was given atorvastatin and he did not buy it because it was expensive. We gave him a new prescription of atorvastatin 40 mg daily and he will use GoodRx card. In addition, we gave him samples of Trelegy 100/62.5/25 mcg one inhalation daily for four weeks and we also helped him fill out his application so that he can get Trelegy free from the manufacturer. He does not have insurance. He will continue to use albuterol HFA inhaler from Mexico. He is advised to lose weight. He will be seen again in one month. We downloaded his reports of chest x-ray, echocardiogram, and Cardiolite LEXA scan stress test.
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
