SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of fatigue. She also complains of leg cramps during the daytime and night. She has generalized body ache. The patient was seen by Dr. Angirekula and Dr. Angirekula is going to do coronary angiogram and abdominal aortogram with run off for coronary artery disease and peripheral arterial disease. The patient’s blood sugar was 108 at home. She also complains of abdominal pain. She has a history of smoking 28 pack years.

PLAN: CT scan of the chest without contrast will be ordered for lung cancer screening. The patient says that tizanidine does not help and we will discontinue tizanidine and in place of that baclofen is ordered for muscle spasm. ReQuip 0.5 mg one or two tablets two to three hours before bedtime was also ordered for restless leg. The patient goes to sleep at 8 o’clock and therefore she will take ReQuip at about 5 p.m. CT scan of the abdomen without contrast will be ordered also. The patient complains of abdominal pain. She had a colonoscopy by Dr. Kaitha on June 28, 2019 and no further colonoscopy was recommended for screening purposes. Blood test will be done today.
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
