SUBJECTIVE: The patient has been having blood sugars up to 347, 331, and 262. The patient or patient’s family did not call us with blood sugars. The patient’s blood pressure is also high today. Blood pressure was 170/100.

PLAN: The patient is currently taking Tresiba 30 units daily and we are going to increase it to Tresiba 36 units daily. The patient advised to call us with blood sugars every Monday and Thursday and we will adjust the dose of Tresiba insulin. Zetia will be discontinued as patient is already taking rosuvastatin and Vascepa. He complains of cough and chest congestion. The patient was started on Augmentin 875 mg two times a day with food for acute bronchitis. The patient was also advised to take Flonase nose spray two sprays daily in each nostril. Results of the blood test done at visit were discussed. Free T4, TSH, and hemoglobin A1c will be done today.
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
