The patient presents with complaints of right eye swelling, red and tender with discharge for the past two days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Pain and inflammation in the right eye for the past two days, describing redness, matting and swelling. No history of foreign body to the eye other than *__________*, but she does not think she got any thing into her eye. Pain described as moderate. No history of injury.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: ROCEPHIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above *__________*. Past history negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Visual acuity normal. Eyelids normal. Conjunctiva with inflammation and swelling to right inferior edge of conjunctiva without evidence of corneal, extraocular muscles, pupils or other abnormality of eye. Fluorescein stain was obtained which showed no uptake fluorescein in cornea. Head exam within normal limits. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Neck & Back: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormality.

IMPRESSION: Conjunctivitis, right eye.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic to take with local eye treatments and to follow up as needed here or with PCP. She states that she is in her second trimester of pregnancy.
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
