PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: She is alert without distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi and expiratory wheezing without rales. No respiratory distress. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Skin: Without rash or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Evaluation is within normal limits.
The patient was given breathing treatment with albuterol with increased breath sounds with clearing of wheezes.
