Ms. Dankowski was seen on May 9, 2022. She is seen regarding dementia and osteoarthritis.

History: Ms. Dankowski is pleasantly confused. She denies any new specific complaints. She does have arthritis involving many joints especially the knees. However, she is not in any pain when seen. She denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, or nausea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 109/54, temperature 98.1, and pulse 68. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Musculoskeletal: She has thickening of the knees, but no effusion.

Assessment/plan:
1. She has osteoarthritis and I will continue Tylenol 325 mg every 4 hours as needed.

2. She has dementia, which is quite advanced. She would not benefit from a cholinesterase inhibitor. She may continue Ativan 0.5 mg one-half to one tablet twice a day as needed for anxiety or agitation. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
