HISTORY: I am told that Mr. Hunt has been sleeping more. He is being weaned from olanzapine, which may be helping. He denies any new problems. He has hypertension, which is controlled with losartan and hydrochlorothiazide. He has history of anxiety and benefits from Paxil. He is also on BuSpar 15 mg twice a day.
No headache, chest pain, or cardiac symptoms.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for dyspnea, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, or fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 95/54, temperature 99, pulse 70, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 98%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Skin: Unremarkable.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Hunt has hypertension controlled with losartan and hydrochlorothiazide 100/25 mg one-half tablet daily.

2. He has hyperlipidemia treated with rosuvastatin 10 mg daily and he is tolerating that without cramps.

3. He fell about a month ago, but he is doing better though now with OT/PT.

4. He has dementia, which is baseline.

5. He has anxiety and I will continue Paxil 10 mg daily plus BuSpar 15 mg twice a day.
