Mr. Stratton was seen regarding hypertension, dementia, and history of stroke. He denies any new complaints such as chest pain, dyspnea, nausea, abdominal pain, or fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 121/65, pulse 59, respiratory rate 17, temperature 97.2, and O2 saturation 96%. Head & Neck: Pupils are equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Stratton has hypertension, currently controlled with losartan 50 mg daily and metoprolol 12.5 mg twice a day.

2. He has dementia and I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily plus memantine 10 mg nightly.

3. He has increased depression and his affect has been a little flat enough for concern of the staff. He sometimes has poverty of speech and I will start Zoloft 25 mg daily and observe.

4. He has got a history of prostate cancer. He denies any urinary symptoms. He still is on Flomax for prostatic hypertrophy. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
