Mr. Surbridge was seen regarding hypertension, osteoarthritis, and dementia.

History: Mr. Surbridge himself has no new symptoms. He has hypertension, but he denies any headache or cardiac symptoms. He has dementia with history of behavioral disturbances, but that is not too bad at the moment. He is on Seroquel 50 mg at bedtime and that seems to be helping his psychosis. He has hyperlipidemia and he is tolerating simvastatin. No leg cramps or other symptoms.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, fever, or any GI or GU complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 119/77, temperature 98.8, pulse 81, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 98%. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Surbridge has essential hypertension controlled with lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide 20/12.5 mg one p.o. daily.

2. He has depression, stable, venlafaxine 75 mg daily.

3. He has hyperlipidemia and I will continue simvastatin 40 mg daily. He has no new major medical symptoms.
