Mr. Mincey was seen regarding back wound, hypertension, diabetes mellitus, and coronary artery disease.

History: Mr. Mincey was in hospital about two weeks ago for dysuria, but he is doing much better in this regard. He has a Foley in place due to urinary retention. He has diabetes mellitus and his sugars have been relatively controlled. It is diet controlled except he is also on pioglitazone 30 mg daily. He has no current polyuria or polydipsia. No other new symptoms.

His hypertension is currently controlled without any headache, chest pain, or other cardiac symptoms. He has history of atrial fibrillation and heart rate is stable with metoprolol ER 25 mg daily. He is anticoagulated with Eliquis.

His back wound seems to be much improved. He is still not getting around well, but has improved in the past month and he is still continuing OT/PT. His goal is to return home.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, diarrhea, bleeding, or other major complaints. He sometimes has nausea though and hip pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Pulse 70, respiratory rate 16, blood pressure 119/58, temperature 99.3, and O2 saturation 92%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

His back wound is relatively clean and fairly well healed.

Assessment/plan:
1. For his back wound, we are cleaning with saline and patting dry and using wound cleanser and protective dressing.

2. His diabetes is controlled with pioglitazone 30 mg daily plus diet.

3. He has hypertension controlled with nifedipine ER 30 mg daily plus metoprolol 25 mg daily.

4. He has atrial fibrillation and I will continue amiodarone 200 mg daily plus metoprolol 25 mg daily plus Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day. He is on fentanyl for pain if he needs it. He can also have tramadol p.r.n.
5. Continue with OT/PT. His goal is to return home.
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
