HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in three traumatic brain injuries.  The patient tells me that the first one was in August 2004.  The patient tells me that he was in Iraq.  There was rocket explosions about 100 feet away from him.  He tells me that the shock wave knocked into the ground and he was knocking down to the ground, he hit the head.  The patient felt severe headache.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient was confused and disoriented because he hit the head.  The patient tells me that he was on the ground for a while.  However, he has severe headaches.  He continued fighting after that.  The second episode was in Iraq in September 2005.  The patient tells me that he was in a tactical military vehicle.  He fell off of it.  He lost footing and fell off of it.  He hit the ground.  Also he hit the head as he hit the ground.  The patient tells me he did not lose consciousness; however, he had confusion, disorientation and severe headache after that.  The third episode was in March 2016 at 29 Palms.  The patient was an instructor at that time.  The patient was instructing a live fire exercise.  The patient was in a vehicle.  It was a military vehicle.  As he was going too fast, the vehicle jumped up and he jumped up inside the vehicle.  He hit the top of the head against the metal part in the vehicle and top of the vehicle.  The patient tells me he had severe headache.  He also had loss of consciousness.  He had loss of consciousness about two minutes.  He woke up confused and disoriented.  He was dazed out.  He has severe headaches.

Since this incidence, the patient has significant headaches.  He had severe headaches almost everyday.  The patient has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient gets confused and disoriented very easily.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient also has lightheadedness.  The patient also has attention problems.  He has short attention spans.  His balance is off.  He has got ringing in ears bilaterally.

The patient is currently still in the navy.  The patient is a health care recruiter for the navy.  The patient tells me that because of this headache and light sensitivity, the patient has decreased ability to do his work. Specifically difficulty to use the computer because of the light sensitivity and headache.  The patient also tells me that the dizziness is also affecting his work.  It is affecting his concentration.  The patient is not able to perform well at his work because of these symptoms.
