History: Dr. McIntyre was seen today for a wellness check. His medical problems include chronic paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and apparently, he has been under care of rhythm doctors and cardiologists for this, even had some kind of procedure done on his left atrial appendage recently in Houston for correction of atrial fibrillation. The patient states he finished three months of cardiac rehab and feels really good, but the patient had a problem that he could not see his heart rate properly while on the treadmill and the physical therapy staff stated it has happened because he was in atrial fibrillation and, as far as he was concerned, his atrial fibrillation was cured after he had that atrial appendage surgery. The patient seemed to be in atrial fibrillation today. He states he tried to make appointment with Dr. Mays, but instead of Dr. Mays, his nurse practitioner or a PA saw the patient. He voiced his complaints and the nurse practitioner or PA whoever he saw took him off Xarelto, which he was using as a blood thinner and I am not sure whether that is the right move or not, so I am going to send a fax to Dr. Mays to see if this is what she would agree. The patient also has an appointment with a heart physiologist in May 2022, so currently he is not on any medicines, but just supplements. He is not depressed. He does not have anxiety. He states he has no time to think of all those things as he is busy with his work; he is teaching Physics at the school and family. So, an EKG was done that did show atrial fibrillation, but with controlled ventricular response. I will fax a note to Dr. Mays to see if she agrees with stopping the Xarelto at this time. The patient will see CJ, the rhythm specialist or the electrophysiologist, tomorrow afternoon. He is going to call me and see what Dr. Davis thinks of other doctors prescribing his medication.
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
