History: Ms. Revilla was accompanied by her son. Ms. Revilla has:

1. Severe anxiety.

2. Major depression.

3. Hypertension.
She has finished a course of TMS therapy with improvement, problems persisting are still with anxiety spells at different times of the day, so she was on Xanax long-acting for anxiety, but she did not tolerate Xanax at all. We decided to switch to ODT 0.25 mg three times a day and the medicine be under custody of the patient’s son. The patient understands all the treatment. Today, her son stated they wanted mirtazapine prescription sent to Humana the long-term pharmacy. She has tolerated ODT Klonopin well, was able to sleep and anxiety is reduced. Her son stated before we started the Klonopin, she had an episode of anxiety where she walked 1½ blocks to her daughter because she was so uncomfortable and anxious and like having a panic attack, but she states Klonopin has calmed her down. I do not suspect any abuse. I have told that the medicine has to be under custody of the son and she has a supportive family who would do that for her. I told her I will see her in the office in a month and #90 tablets of Klonopin ODT prescription given to the patient after checking PMP.
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
