History: Ms. Turner was accompanied by her husband and seen today. She was involved in an automobile accident on 05/07/2022, where James was driving her Chevy Malibu and another car hit them on the passenger’s side. She states they were on Highway 290 near Little York Road and this other car was on the exit lane and they were in the middle lane and the other car decided not to exit and she came in their lane and hit first on the back passenger’s side and then onto the front passenger’s side. Air bags in the car exploded and the driver was hurt in the neck and lower back because of the impact and the passenger Ms. Wanda Turner got hurt on her left hip and lower back. She states they went to the emergency room for this visit. She states the police came, however, James ended up getting the ticket though it was not James’s fault at all and she states they are going to fight it. She states because it was the girl’s fault and not James’s fault that this happened. She did not see them in the middle lane. She states she has reported it to the insurance company. Nobody was badly hurt. Nobody went to the hospital. She denies any headaches, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. I do not see any bruises. The patient states they have Advil and she is going to take some Advil, so did not want any prescription. However, she felt she would be better off using therapeutic massage and wanted a prescription for therapeutic massage, which will be given.

Physical Examination:

General: Exam reveals the patient to be awake, alert and oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. Thyroid not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Essentially intact.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Motor vehicle accident.

2. Musculoskeletal low back pain and left hip pain.
They do not want any x-rays at this time, do not want any muscle relaxants or prescription ibuprofen or antiinflammatory except they want some massage, which may help them feel better and a prescription is given to that effect.
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
