HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of palpitation, dizziness, and near syncope. The patient is recently seen the hospital with palpitation and chest pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 78, and respirations 16.
HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.
The patient underwent exercise treadmill test, which was negative for ischemia, angina and arrhythmia.

The patient underwent echocardiogram that showed normal left ventricular function without wall motion abnormalities or significant structural heart disease.
RECOMMENDATIONS: I will schedule the patient for a seven-day heart monitor to evaluate any cardiac dysrhythmia. Depending the findings of the heart monitor study, we will decide further management.
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
