CHIEF COMPLAINT: Irregular heartbeat.

HPI: The patient is a 56-year-old male who previously had been followed in this office, but had been lost to follow up over the last 10 to 15 years. He most recently noted that he had been residing in Tennessee. He stated that he returned from Tennessee approximately six months ago. While there, he had been diagnosed with irregular heartbeat. He further stated that while in Tennessee he required an AICD and was started on Eliquis and flecainide. He stated that in the interim, he had become a vegan and has had some weight loss. He otherwise reports that he is doing well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Sleep apnea.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right nephrectomy.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Furosemide 20 mg one daily.

2. Flecainide acetate 50 mg one b.i.d.

3. Eliquis 5 mg one b.i.d.

4. Fenofibrate 145 mg daily.

5. Amlodipine 10 mg one daily.

6. Benazepril 10 mg one daily.

7. Simvastatin 20 mg one h.s.

8. Vitamin C one daily.

9. Vitamin B complex one daily.

10. Vitamin D3 daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior smoker who quit in 2003. He notes prior marijuana use, but denies any other drug use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had no fever or chills.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is moderately obese male who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 135/89, pulse 83, respiratory rate 20, height 72”, and weight 324 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Irregular regular rhythm. No S3 is present. No S4 is noted. Soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. No JVD.

IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

PLAN: CBC, chem 20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, PSA, and dobutamine stress to evaluate for ischemia. EKG prescription for furosemide, flecainide, Eliquis, fenofibrate, amlodipine, benazepril, and simvastatin. Followup in three months.
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
