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The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in December 2021.  The patient was in Vacaville, California.  The patient was ice skating with her colleagues.  One of her colleagues pushed her, she fell backwards, and she fell back and hit the back of the head.  The patient tells me that she hit the back of the head very hard.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  However, when she woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was dazed out.  The patient tells me that she was seeing sparks.  The patient becomes very nauseas and has severe headache.  The patient was taken to the emergency room at Travis Air Force Base, David Grant Medical Center.  The patient was diagnosed with the concussion.  The patient has brain MRI.  The patient was in the hospital. She was subsequently released.
Since the incidence, the patient had significant headaches.  The patient has nausea almost every day.  She has migraines.  She feels foggy all the time.  She sees black spots.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient also have difficulty with date and time.

The patient is currently not working.  She tells me that she used to be a surgical technician.  The patient is in between jobs right now.
MoCA examination score is 25/30.  The patient missed one on orientation.  The patient missed four on delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In December 2021, the patient was ice skating.  The patient colleague pushed her, and she fell backwards, fell on the back of the head.  The patient hit the back of the head on to the ice.  The patient immediately becomes dazed and consumed and disoriented.  The patient has severe nausea.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient was taken to the emergency room Travis Air Force Base, David Grant Medical Center.  The patient had received brain MRI.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  Since the incidence, the patient had severe headaches almost on every day basis.  The patient has migraines.  The patient feels nauseous.  The patient feels mental fogginess.  Her memory is poor.  Her MoCA examination, the patient missed 4/5 on the delay recall.  I believe that her current symptoms of chronic headaches, migraines, nausea, healing of foggy brain, visual disturbances seeing black spots, memory deficits, all signs and symptoms in the traumatic brain injury.
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
