Mr. Moore is a 52-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2017. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and obesity. For his diabetes, he is currently on glipizide extended release 10 mg once daily, metformin 1000 mg twice a day, Toujeo 30 units once daily and Ozempic 1 mg once weekly. For breakfast, he does not really eat very much. Lunch and dinner is usually a protein and a vegetable. He stays active in his lifestyle.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 10.7%. This signifies severe glycemic excursion and wide fluctuations in his blood glucose. Therefore, we will recommend the following diabetic regimen: Ozempic 2 mg once weekly. This is increased from his normal dose of 1 mg once weekly and I will switch his metformin and place him on Synjardy XR 12.5/1000 mg twice a day. We will continue the Toujeo 30 units once daily and hold the glipizide extended release 10 mg once daily.

2. We will bring him back in 6 to 8 weeks to reassess the glycemic control after making these changes.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. For his GERD, he is on pantoprazole 40 mg once daily.
