Mrs. Garris is a 77-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, angina pectoris, mitral valve prolapse, hypothyroidism and hyperparathyroidism as well as arthritis. For her hypothyroidism, she is on levothyroxine 100 mcg daily. She reports occasional palpitations. She reports fatigue and hair loss after being diagnosed with COVID a while back. She denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, her TSH is 1.74 and free T4 is 1.51. Therefore, we will recommend continuing levothyroxine 100 mcg daily.

2. We will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check a TPO level and a thyroglobulin level in order to check for autoimmune thyroid disease.

3. For her hyperparathyroidism, her ionized calcium is slightly elevated at 1.41. I will check a serum calcium level, vitamin D level and a PTH level.

4. Notably, the patient states that she cannot tolerate the sun. Therefore, we will check an ANA level on her and an ANCA level on her.
