HISTORY OF PRESENTING ILLNESS

The patient is here for a followup evaluation. She reports that she has a pain in the neck and the lower back to the tune of 7.5 and pain in the right knee and right hip is also bothering her to the tune of 7.5 on a scale of 1 to 10. In addition, the patient reports that she is pregnant and she was not aware of pregnancy and recently she found out. Her estimated date of delivery is July 22nd. The patient was on birth control pills and did not realize that she got pregnant. She did not notify any healthcare facility. The patient reports that until now she was doing physical therapy although there is no relief in the pain. She also reports that the medications that were prescribed by Advance Pain Care on her previous visits she did not use them – the Tylenol with Codeine, Naprosyn, Elavil, Skelaxin, melatonin and lidocaine gel – she has not used them. No MRIs have been done either. The ADLs she reports are affected as walking ability, work and sleep are affected 8. Mood is affected 7. General activity and relationship with other people is affected 6.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS
Neurology / Psyche: Positive symptoms of headaches bothering her to the tune of 7.5, tension, poor work performance, anxiety, depression, and mild loss of memory. She does not report any vision disturbance, double vision, dizziness, or vertigo. She does not report any fainting, seizures, loss of balance, or loss of equilibrium. She does not report any lack of focus or lack of concentration.

Pain/ Numbness: The patient reports stiffness of the lower back along with pain in the neck, mid back, upper back and lower back, pain in the right knee and right hip and some pain in the wrist and hand is reported, Difficulty walking is reported. Limited range of motion is reported.
PLAN OF CARE
We have discharged the patient until July 22nd. We will continue the services after that. The patient was informed about the decision as some of the therapies and some of the massages and medications could hurt the baby. No MRI has been done yet. The patient was on birth control pills and did not know for several months that she is pregnant. Now, the treatment will be on hold until she returns back.
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
