HISTORY: This is a 30-year-old gentleman here with pain to upper lid edge, right eye. The patient states this has been going on for the past two days. He states it is getting progressively more painful and the lesion is getting bigger. The patient denies trauma.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative tobacco use. Negative alcohol use. Negative drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies double vision. Denies blurred vision. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Denies neck pain, stiff neck, abdominal pain, cough or shortness of breath.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 131/81.
Pulse 65.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.

HEENT: Normal. Eyes: Right stye is present, lesion is tender to touch. There is localized edema and erythema. No periorbital erythema or edema. No tenderness to palpation.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, or papules. No vesicles or bullae. The patient has hyperpigmented macular lesions discretely on his upper extremities and trunk (he states he has eczema and this seems to be the similar type which he states triamcinolone works for well).
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Stye.

2. Acute conjunctivitis.

3. Skin rash/eruption.

The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. He was advised to come back to the clinic in two or three days especially if it is worse; if our clinic is closed, he was advised to follow up with the nearest emergency room.

The patient was sent home with the following medications.

1. Gentamicin ophthalmic drops two drops t.i.d. for 10 days, 10 mL.

2. Triamcinolone 0.1% cream, he will apply b.i.d. for 10 days, 45 g.
