HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little girl, mother brings her in today due to having stomachache, nausea, vomited a few times as well. The patient also has a sister who three days ago had an intestinal infection per the mother, now Sophia has come down with similar symptoms. The patient further describes some mild burning upon urination as well. We will check a urine specimen as well today. No real complaint of fevers. Activity tolerance level has slightly decreased. She tends to just wants to lie around the house and keep quiet now. These symptoms have gone on for approximately two days. There is no diarrhea that is involved.
No real onset of fevers. No muscle aches or pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or secondhand smoke. Has several siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed and well groomed.
HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: There is no abdominal tenderness appreciated. Bowel sounds are present and within normal limits. Lower abdomen, mild ache over the bladder area as well.
Rest of examination is unremarkable.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a urinalysis, which did come out positive for blood.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Gastroenteritis versus urinary tract infection. The patient also ahs hematuria. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 5 mL b.i.d.
2. Nausea. Zofran 4 mg/5 mL, 3 mL p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. nausea, 36 mL.
The patient is going to get plenty of rest, lots of fluids. Mother is going to continue to monitor and they will return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
