Dear Dr. Yan:

This is a followup for Mrs. Barnes who has chronic kidney disease, prior acute kidney injury at the time of staphylococcal sepsis with staphylococcus toxic syndrome and gangrene of multiple fingers, septic shock.  Last visit a year ago.  No hospital admissions. Elevated cholesterol, presently on diet, needs to discuss about medication with statin, strong family history for heart and stroke both sides mother and father and she is a smoker half a pack per day since age 14.  Denies nausea, vomiting, bowel, or urinary symptoms.  Denies edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Chronic cough from smoking.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No increase of neck masses, known to have modular thyroid.  Review of system is negative.
Medications:  Noticed the thyroid replacement, which she thinks needs to be adjusted.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 108/72.  Alert and oriented x3.  Telemedicine, no respiratory distress.
Labs:  Chemistries on April, creatinine at 1.1, GFR will be 50 stage III.  Electrolyte and acid base normal.  Glucose normal, calcium normal, albumin normal.  Liver function test normal.  Free T4 low normal.  High cholesterol, high LDL, normal triglyceride, and HDL at 64.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, after acute kidney injury from septic shock, staphylococcus sepsis and staphylococcus toxic syndrome with gangrene and cells amputation number of fingers.  This is the new steady state.  No indication for dialysis, stable for a number of years without any symptoms.  Normal blood pressure without treatment.  Other issues to be discussed with primary care.  Come back with me in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
