Dear Mr. Boyad:

This is a telemedicine for Mr. White with diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, CKD, and right-sided nephrectomy.  Last visit in October.  There is a sore on the left breast, mammogram to be done.  No drainage through the nipple.  Denies hospital admission.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urination without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Minor edema.  No ulcers or claudication symptoms.  He has sleep apnea but has not been able to tolerate CPAP machine.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Enlargement of the prostate symptoms.  Urology Dr. Mills discussing about potential green laser treatment.  Otherwise review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight ACE inhibitors, hydralazine, HCTZ, Coreg, cholesterol diabetes management, on digoxin for atrial fibrillation, takes no blood thinner medicine.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 126/70.  He looks alert and oriented x3, attentive.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  No facial asymmetry.

Labs:  Chemistries in May creatinine 1.1 he has been between 1.1 and 1.3 in the recent past, GFR will be stage III or better.  Normal potassium, elevated bicarbonate 35, low sodium 134.  Normal albumin, minor decrease of calcium, normal phosphorus, no gross anemia, hemoglobin better than 13.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III or better, stable overtime.  No progression, not symptomatic.
2. Right-sided nephrectomy.
3. Diabetic nephropathy, low level proteinuria, no nephrotic range.
4. Hypertension well controlled.
5. Atrial fibrillation, digoxin and beta-blockers not anticoagulated.
6. Coronary artery disease, a four-vessel bypass surgery.  Presently no symptoms of angina, CHF or syncope.
7. Chronic elevation of the right hemidiaphragm.
8. Peripheral neuropathy.  Continue chemistries every six months.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
