Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen today in the office for history of neutropenia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is quiet and does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, spastic tetraplegia, and history of chronic neutropenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair with eyes closed.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph nodes felt in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: WBC 1.7, hemoglobin 12, hematocrit 37.9, and platelet 164, RDW 18.2, which is slightly high. His neutrophil count is 30% and ANC is 501.
