This 36-year-old male comes for followup today. He was diagnosed to have renal infarct in November 2021. The patient was then started on Eliquis. He took Eliquis for six months. Recently, he saw Dr. Ruiz who also had done a CT scan recently and patient did not have any more abnormality in the kidney and so he recommended him that patient may stop Eliquis. The patient is now here for further advice.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of ulcerative colitis and he is on mesalamine 0.2 g twice daily. He is on omeprazole 20 mg daily. He was on Eliquis, however, he has taken last pill yesterday. He sees Dr. Panzer his gastroenterologist.
