HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old young lady here for a followup.

The patient stated that she was recently seen at an outside emergency room and was diagnosed with lumbar radiculopathy with HNP confirmed on MRI at L4-L5. She stated that she was also diagnosed with UTI and was advised to come to see us, so we can repeat her urine test.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports back pain. She reports numbness and weakness in the legs (states that she is requesting a pain management consult for this ongoing pain). She denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She denies bowel or bladder dysfunction.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 129/78.
Pulse 77.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.7.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema.

BACK: Diffuse tenderness to palpation in the lumbosacral region. No deformity. No step-off.
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EXTREMITIES: The patient is in a wheelchair and she refused to do physical exam, she states it hurts a lot when she tries to bear weight.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

Status post UTI treated. Urine test here today confirmed successful treatment. Her urine is only positive for blood, leukocyte esterase *_________* they are both normal.

The patient was given a consult for a pain management specialist; the pain management doctor is Dr. Kenneth Wu, she was given his telephone number and address and advised to call for an appointment.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Lumbar radiculopathy. The patient is already seen and treated for this condition. She has Norco which she is taking and is requesting the pain management consultation.

2. UTI. She took medication, repeat UA has been unremarkable.
A pain management consult was completed. She was advised to call and make an appointment for a followup. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. The patient is wheelchair-bound because of the pain and she was offered emergency room visit, so she can be placed in contact with the pain management doctor fast, but she declined. I made this offer several times and she is insistent doing a routine consult.
