PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Mother states vaccinations are up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies secondhand smoke exposure.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She denies vomiting. She denies diarrhea. Denies change in activities.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Child is alert, very playful. She is interactive. Moist mucous membranes.
HEENT: Normal. Ears: No erythema. No effusion. Normal light reflex bilaterally. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding.

EXTREMITIES: She bears weight well with no antalgic gait. She has normal range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert, interactive and playful.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Status post otitis media. She completed antibiotics and is doing much better.
Mother was advised to increase fluids, to come back to the emergency room if worse and to finish all antibiotics she was given from the emergency room.
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
