This patient had called about 04/05/2022, requested medication, I had spoken to her, and at that time, she had advised me that she will not be returning to our practice. She also referred to her father’s actions at our office with my staff member. I accepted the patient’s decision to not return to our office. I did give her a courtesy prescription so that she has time to find a doctor. Then, today, on 05/16/2022, the patient called to make an appointment. I spoke to her and I advised her that she had self-discharged herself during the last conversation, and I have honored that. Because of the patient’s own withdrawal from our practice through that phone call, along with a four-letter using verbal barrage by her father when he came to pick up a letter, etc., plus the fact that her attorney had picked up her records, all of those behaviors indicated to me that this patient has self-discharged herself. This patient has not come to our office when we asked her to come in, and has sent her representative like her father or her lawyer.

I am documenting this thing, because it is likely that any state or federal agencies they want to know about the facts, and the fact is that this patient has not shown up for a followup appointment for several months, when we asked her to come in she has not come in, she sent her father to represent her to pick up the letter, for which she had not come in to sign etc., for almost a month or more, and then her father threw a four-letter field barrage at my staff, her lawyer had picked up her letters, records etc, and the patient herself on 04/05/2022, made a statement that she did not wish to return for the followup. All of this indicates to me that this patient does not want to come back, and we are now not willing to accept her again as a patient and go through the pain that we went through before.
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
