History: Mr. Doub is a 74-year-old white male who was seen today. Mr. Doub has multiple medical problems. He is seeing Dr. Colato and was not too happy when Dr. Colato told him that his heart was functioning at 50% of the capacity. He states he has been more careful since. He states he started doing bike, he can do 6 miles of bike every day without any problem. He has problems with generalized weakness and shoulder pain and ache and pain all over. He wanted to use and get some physical therapy. Physical therapy is ordered at St. Joseph for six weeks and see how he does. The second thing is I discussed the labs that were done and the labs showed A1c to be 7 and was controlled, but he was slightly anemic and suggested that he should proceed with colonoscopy if it is time. He had some colon polyps before. So, he cannot get Cologuard test done, but he should have another colonoscopy. In the meantime, I have given him stool iFOB test to do at home. The patient saw Dr. Marr last year in July and he is due for another eye exam in July. He showed me a lesion on the left forehead just about in front of the left ear. I told him that looks like a skin cancer and we should see a dermatologist to have it removed. The patient is going to find out who is the dermatologist on Humana and we will make a referral. The patient is also advised to come to the office for a diabetic foot exam.
The patient has multiple chronic medical problems including:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Coronary artery disease.
To note, there is a lot of denial this man has had a stroke and has recovered from it. He has had heart attack. He has recovered from it. He is a philanthropist. His life depends on people on helping people. Right now, his mission is help kids, who got a bond because they broke a probation or did something bad, make sure they attend the court. He has a followup appointment with Dr. Colato for his heart failure, but he is asymptomatic, So, I have discussed several issues with this visit and I will see him in the office in a month.
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
