CHIEF COMPLAINT: Cough.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports 72 hours of productive cough, yellow sputum, and low-grade fever. She further reports sore throat and runny nose. The patient stated that symptoms have been present for the last two and a half days. She has been taking Tylenol for low-grade fevers. On questioning about COVID testing, the patient states that she has not performed COVID testing at this point. She was last evaluated in the office on 02/28/2022 at which time she had reported COVID exposure. She had subsequently developed diarrhea, headache and dizziness with mild cough. The patient was given time off from work at that time. She notes that she is otherwise doing well except for her respiratory symptoms.

ALLERGIES: Amended as she has had allergic reaction to SULFUR and allergic reaction to LIPITOR which had resulted in rash.

FAMILY HISTORY: A sister had breast cancer, otherwise unremarkable.

Additional history includes her mother had pancreatic cancer and another sister died of aneurysm.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking. No history of drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: Unclear if fever or chills.

Neurologic: No headache or dizziness.

Gastrointestinal: She has had abdominal pain.

Cardiovascular: She has had no chest pain, orthopnea, or PND.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Tele-examination.

IMPRESSION: Her symptoms are consistent with acute bronchitis; however, cannot rule out COVID-19. She has a history of hypercholesterolemia, but states that she has not been taking her medications recently. She has symptoms of gastritis/gastroesophageal reflux disease and is requesting refill of Protonix.

PLAN: We will refill Protonix. Azithromycin Z-PAK as directed. Recommend testing for COVID-19. Return to work in 72 hours.
