I was asked to follow up on Mrs. Sedar because she still complains of some herpetic neuralgia and pain in her scalp and even possible drainage. She has sinus congestion and seems to be very anxious about that.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mrs. Sedar has herpes zoster one to two months ago. It may have affected the eye and slightly including vision, but that has improved. She seems to be over the acute infection and her ophthalmologist has her on Pred Forte drops. She still has some pain in the scalp and the gabapentin helps a bit but not fully. She does not have any drainage from the scalp and there is no list of any more.  She does have a feeling of pain and sometimes burning on the top of the head. It happened with herpes zoster. She has had hypertension, which is currently controlled and she has seizure history, which is stable without recent seizures. She does look less ill than she did the previous two visits. 

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, weight loss, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, diarrhea, or bleeding, not too bad by heartburn. No chills. No fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. She is adequately nourished. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/80. Head & Neck: Oral mucosa is normal. Pupils equal and reactive to light. Vision and conjunctivae are normal. Extraocular movements are normal. Neck: Supple. No mass or nodes. The eye looks normal. Pupils react. 
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
