Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Stickler with prior acute kidney injury at the time of obstructive uropathy from prostate cancer with evidence of metastasis.  Kidney function has improved, does not require dialysis.  When this happened there was also exposure to antiinflammatory agents azithromycin and Bactrim.  Comes accompanied with family members in person, last visit in January.  Review of systems otherwise nothing new or change in terms of cardiovascular and respiratory.  No gross edema, claudication, or ulcers.  No headaches.  No weakness.  No falling episode.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight the Norvasc as the only blood pressure medications otherwise treatment for elevated glucose, remains on Flomax and for the prostate cancer on bicalutamide.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 122/68, otherwise alert and oriented x3, attentive.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  No gross palpable neck masses.  Respiratory and cardiovascular within normal limits.  No abdominal distention, ascites, masses, tenderness and no gross edema.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No focal deficits.
Laboratory Data:  Chemistries in May, present creatinine 1.2 in the hospital was in the upper 2s, GFR will be 59 stage III to better.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, and PTH normal.  Mild anemia 11.2.

Assessment and Plan:  Prior acute kidney injury in relation to obstructive uropathy, on medications as indicated above, from prostate cancer presently on treatment with metastasis, does not require dialysis.  He has improved although has not returned to baseline, which used to be around 1.  At the same time no progression and no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.  We will continue chemistries in a regular basis.  There is anemia that does not require any specific treatment, otherwise electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, and parathyroid are within normal limits.
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All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
