Dear Dr. Vanocker:

This is a followup for Mr. Gates who has chronic kidney disease, partial right-sided nephrectomy for renal cancer, hypertension, coronary artery disease, prior AAA repair as well as the aortic valve replacement.  Last visit in November.  Denies hospital admission.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Urine without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Minor edema.  No claudication symptoms, discolor of the toes, ulcers or inflammatory changes.  Denies chest pain, palpitations, or increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  He just turned 90 years old.  Wife also participated of this telemedicine phone encounter.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Norvasc, Coreg, losartan, Lasix, anticoagulated with Coumadin, and cholesterol treatment.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 133/57, 131/66.  He is alert and oriented x3, attentive.  Good historian.  Speech in full sentences without respiratory distress.  No expressive aphasia.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from May, creatinine 1.7 which appears to be baseline, GFR 38 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Albumin, calcium and phosphorus normal.  No gross anemia.  Chronic low platelets 120s-130s.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime, no progression, not symptomatic, no dialysis.
2. Partial right nephrectomy, renal cancer.  No recurrence.
3. Atrial fibrillation anticoagulated.
4. Aortic valve replacement for aortic stenosis.
5. Coronary artery disease, prior three-vessel bypass.
6. Prior abdominal aortic aneurysm repair.
7. Prior AV malformation duodenum, no evidence of activity, hemoglobin is stable.
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8. Hypertension appears to be well controlled.
9. Chronic thrombocytopenia, no active bleeding.  We will continue monitoring overtime.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
