PATIENT NAME: Swinney, Hettice

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for transitional care. This 75-year-old white female patient fell down and had fracture of the left tibia and fibula requiring surgery. The patient was initially admitted at McKinney and subsequently transferred to Encompass Health South Hospital from April 28, 2022 to May 10, 2022. Her diagnosis was a left tibia and fibula fracture status post open reduction internal fixation, non-weightbearing for six more weeks, and osteoporosis clinically. The patient’s last bone density had shown osteopenia. The patient could not take Fosamax because of side effects on the jaw in the past. We reviewed patient’s medications. The patient will continue current medications. We advised her to take calcium with vitamin D. The patient has appointment with Dr. Rolland orthopedic surgeon in Midland for followup. Initial surgery was done in McKinney after a fall as mentioned above. She will be seen again in about two months.
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
