History: This is a telehealth note. Ms. Bevil states she stuck at home with his 90-year-old father who is now legally blind and cannot come to make a visit. She states she did go in person to see Dr. Blevins when her husband was at home doing work from home. I do not have all the labs that he ordered. He made a few changes. He decreased the Tirosint to 88 mcg a day. He refilled her Prempro. The patient has not had mammograms done because of COVID-19 scare, but now she is ready. She has history of hyperlipidemia with LDL of 188 and was advised the newer medicine Nexletol, which insurance did not want to prescribe. The patient is taking rosuvastatin 5 mg half a tablet 3 to 4 times a week to see if it helps. She has run out of her Bergamot. The patient is agreeing today that she will go for mammogram. She had her labs done at CPL lab and we are going to try to retrieve the labs from CPL on her. Apparently, her TSH was still low, hence the Tirosint dose was reduced. Her med list reconciled. She still has refills on her hydroxyzine. I will see her in the office in a couple of months.
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
