HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 38-year-old woman who comes in today complaining of abdominal pain.
When she was pregnant, she was told she had gallstones that was a few years ago. She is not pregnant any longer, but she continues to have pain in the right upper quadrant. Positive Murphy sign. Nausea. She has had some vomiting. She was seen in the clinic onetime, she was told she needs a sonogram and now she is here for an abdominal ultrasound. Currently, she has minimal pain. No nausea, vomiting. No hematemesis, hematochezia, or seizure or convulsion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgeries except for C-section.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.

IMMUNIZATION: COVID immunization none.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink. Last period on 05/10/2022.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive breast cancer. No gallbladder issuer. Positive myocardial infarction.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She went to an urgent care last Wednesday because she was throwing up. She told to go find a place to do an ultrasound, again gallstones in 2019, when she was pregnant, has had a history of gastroesophageal reflux.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 208 pounds. Oxygenation 99%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 61. Blood pressure 128/70.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Right upper quadrant tenderness noted with positive Murphy’s sign. SKIN:  No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Gall bladder ultrasound shows numerous stones in the gallbladder with thickened gallbladder wall.

2. Gallstones.
3. Treat with Cipro 500 mg twice a day for seven days.

4. Check CBC.

5. Check CMP.
6. Check TSH.

7. Check LFT.

8. Refer the patient to LBJ to get a gold card for her surgery.

9. She is also thinking about possibility of going to Mexico to get surgery done.

10. Zofran 8 mg for nausea and vomiting.

11. Bentyl for pain as I stated.
12. Finish the antibiotic.

13. If develops nausea, vomiting, worsening pain, fever, go to the emergency room right away. Signs of ascending cholangitis discussed with the patient.
