Mrs. Etub was seen regarding hypertension, dementia, as well as mood disorder.

History: Her hypertension is stable. No headaches. No cardiac symptoms. No angina. Her dementia is unchanged from the last visit. She had a fall and needed staples on the scalp laceration recently. It is time to take them out. She is on Bentyl for abdominal pain and on Ativan for anxiety, Tylenol with tramadol for various pains including arthralgias. She denies significant pain now when seen.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: No fever or chills. Eyes: No complaints. ENT: No complaints. Respiratory: No dyspnea or cough. Cardiovascular: No chest pain. GI: No abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, or bleeding. GU: No dysuria or other complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.5, pulse 62, blood pressure 110/52, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 95%.  Head & Neck: Eyelid and conjunctivae are normal. Extraocular movements are normal. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal. Neck is supple. No mass. No nodes. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Sensation is intact. Skin: There are two staples on the left side of her upper scalp. No ominous rash elsewhere. Musculoskeletal: No acute joint inflammation or effusions.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Etub has essential hypertension. This is controlled and I will continue amlodipine 5 mg daily.

2. She has dementia with behaviors and I will continue donepezil 5 mg daily plus lorazepam 0.5 mg at bedtime if needed and Seroquel 25 mg half a tablet daily. She is on Bentyl for abdominal pain and she is on Ativan for anxiety and Tylenol with tramadol for more severe musculoskeletal pain. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
