Mrs. Weinhold was seen regarding hypertension, chronic leg ulcers, coronary artery disease, atrial fibrillation, history of myocardial infarction, and hypertension.

Mrs. Weinhold has had chronic edema with stasis ulcers and they were very severe about two months ago. Her right leg wound has healed. On the left wound there is an open area that is much smaller than it was and is being treated with silver mesh after cleansing and then wrapping. There is no surrounding cellulitis.

Her coronary artery disease is currently stable. There is no recent chest pain and she is up and about and she is content. There is no increase in dyspnea. She did have an old MI in the past and she may use atorvastatin 40 mg daily for lipids plus Plavix 75 mg daily and metoprolol 12.5 mg twice a day. She has atrial fibrillation and heart rate stable and she has been anticoagulated with Eliquis.
She has some osteoarthritis. She has diffuse pain especially in her legs and she does actually need the Norco 5/325 mg one every six hours as needed. She feels if it is less than that, that the pain would be severe.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: No fever or chills. Eyes: No complaints. ENT: No earache or sore throat. Respiratory: No dyspnea or cough. Cardiovascular: No chest pain or palpitations. GI: No abdominal pain, vomiting, or bleeding. GU: No dysuria or other complaints. Musculoskeletal: She has a quite bit of pain diffusely.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Weinhold has stasis ulcers and left leg is getting better and smaller after being cleansed and then silver mesh applied and wrapped. Her right leg wound is healed.

2. She has coronary artery disease and I will continue Plavix 75 mg daily plus atorvastatin 40 mg daily for lipids plus metoprolol 12.5 mg twice a day. She had an old MI as well.

3. She has hypertension and in addition to the metoprolol I will continue amlodipine 5 mg daily.

4. She has significant edema and I will continue the metolazone 25 mg three times a week, which is helping and we have held her Lasix.

5. She has a history of stroke, which is baseline.

6. She has osteoarthritis. Continues to have Norco available for both wrist pain and wound pain. I will continue same overall plan.
