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DOB:
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in spring of 2016.  She was at US Naval Academy in Annapolis.  The patient was playing college rugby.  The patient was kicked in the head while playing college rugby.  She was kicked in the right temple area.  The patient had instant confusion.  She instantly felt dizzy, lightheadedness, nausea, and light sensitivity.  She stated that she had severe headache.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  Later in the same game, the patient was hit in the face, by rugby ball.  The patient again instantly felt dizziness, headaches, and lightheadedness.  The patient felt nauseas.  The patient has nauseas and headaches for the rest of the day.  The patient subsequently went to see a doctor at the base.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.
Since the incidence, the patient has frequent headaches.  The patient has light sensitivity.  Her headaches are severe.  They are described as migrainosus headaches.  The patient has dizziness frequently.  The patient also has nausea frequently.  The patient would have headaches every week.  There is affecting her concentration.  The patient has decreased concentration and focus.
The patient is currently is an intelligence officer for the Navy.  The patient tells me that the migraine headaches are significantly affecting her job.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus on her work.  The patient misses work.  The patient is not able to focus on her work.  The patient would get nauseous and sometimes throw up at work.  The patient is not able to perform well at her work because of the symptoms.
MoCA examination score is 27/30.  The patient missed 3 on a delay recall.
