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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Transient ischemic attack.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 69-year-old male, with chief complaint of transient ischemic attack.  The patient tells me that he has been having these TIA symptoms, every nine months, since 2013.  He tells me that every nine months or so, the patient would have right visual field, with an oval shape that he will describe as raining on the window.  It would last about a minute or so.  He would have tingling and numbness in the right hand and right jaw which lasts about two minutes.  He has difficulty speaking at that time.  The patient has difficulty putting words out of his mouth. But, all these would resolve in about one to two minutes.  The patient denies any hemiparesis.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient had brain scan done before and they were negative for acute stroke.  The patient currently denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, dysphagia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. High blood pressure.

2. TIAs.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Omega-3.

2. Rosuvastatin.

3. Plavix 75 mg a day.

4. Diltiazem.

5. Vitamin D.

6. Coenzyme Q10.

7. Multivitamins.

8. Glucosamine.

9. Aspirin 81 mg a day.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with three children.  The patient is retired.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient quit smoking 20 years ago.  The patient drinks alcohol on a weekly basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY
Father had a stroke.  Brother had a stroke.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION:  The patient is awake and alert.  It is a normal examination.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS

EEG study was performed today.  It is negative for seizure disorder.

IMPRESSION
Transient ischemic attack.  The patient will have these intermittent right visual field disturbances described as oval-shaped, associated with tingling and numbness in the right hand and right jaw, and also associated with difficulty speaking for about one to two minutes every nine months, since 2013.  Denies any headaches with these.  EEG study was done.  It shows no seizure activities. Brain MRI was done before and shows no significant abnormalities.
Differential diagnosis will include transient ischemic attack, and complicated migraines.  Given the transient ischemic attack is more serious, I would recommend the patient continue to take the aspirin and Plavix.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. We will continue the patient on Plavix 75 mg once a day.

3. Continue enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg a day.

4. Explained to the patient common side effects to include stomach upset and ulcers.

5. Also, explained to the patient common signs and symptoms of an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.  Explained to the patient to go to the nearest emergency room if he develops any of those signs and symptoms.
