This is a consultation on Leeza Crockett.

The patient is seen for Dr. Nathan Prescott. The patient is referred from Allied Medical and Urgent Care for evaluation and treatment.

SYMPTOMS: According to patient she fainted few days ago. She went to a PCPs office where she was found to be extremely anemic with hemoglobin of 6.4 so she was sent to emergency room where she had 1 or 2 units of blood transfusion and now patient is here for evaluation of anemia.

This 27-year-old female does not smoke and drink socially. She is allergic to penicillin. She had major reaction with anaphylactic shock.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has been very healthy. She have no periods because she is on Depo Provera it is a birth control measure. She has been very healthy except for this episode and other than appendectomy in 2013. She did not require hospitalization.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for mother having anemia secondary to hemorrhoidal bleed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Very pleasant 27-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 270 pounds, and blood pressure 117/87.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable except for pallor.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: Hemoglobin 6.4, hematocrit is 23.6, her platelet count is 619, and her MCV is low at 73.

DIAGNOSIS: Severe anemia could be iron deficiency

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood for CBC, reticulocyte count, CMP, serum iron, B12, ferritin level, haptoglobin, and LDH level. We will also do hemoglobin and electrophoresis once available we could make further recommendations it looks like a nutritional anemia, but until the lab is back we cannot tell for certainty.
