Thank you for this referral.

Mrs. Porter is known to me from before. She is 82-year-old female who does not smoke anymore. She quit few years ago prior to that she smoked one pack per day for almost 50 years and alcohol socially. She is allergic to levofloxacin.

SYMPTOMS: She is complaining of fatigue, weakness and not much energy. When she saw Dr. Bhangoo, her hemoglobin was low and she does not remember what was hemoglobin or iron none the less she is here to get some iron infusion.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has history of diabetes for last 13 to 14 years and hypertension for that many years. She had colon cancer about 15 years ago treated with resection. She did not require any further treatment. She had hysterectomy for menorrhagia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a very pleasant 82-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall and weighing 164 pounds.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her last CBC that I have from 2020 showed hemoglobin of 14 and hematocrit was 46.9, but that was two years ago. I have not seen her in last two years.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron-deficiency anemia chronic.

2. History of coronary artery disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood for CBC, CMP, and iron. We will go ahead and give her infusion of intravenous iron, 1 g of INFeD, and premedication with Benadryl and dexamethasone. Once the lab is back, we could make further recommendations.
